EXCHANGE foresees:
· Give hospitality in a family to foreign students who in turn will undertake to do the same. The student, consequently, will host and be hosted by the foreign partner as a member of the family.
· Receive reciprocally at school the foreign partners in order to enable the understanding of the school system.
· Prepare a topic or project on behalf of each group involved, characteristic of one’s own territory, to develop and present to the hosts when one is in the partner Country.
MINI STAYS foresee an experience of one week abroad to carry out activities of study and cultural in a European Country. The hospitality is in the family. The initiative will be organized in various European Countries (Example Germany, Ireland etc.) after the students have expressed their preference according to the Country to know.
WORK PLACEMENTS ABROAD,  are better explained in a separate sheet and in summary foresee  work experience in a European Country, n activities the student likes, in which a foreign language is used, hospitality occurs in a family, of the length of days; the presence of one tutor teacher and a foreign school acting as referent. This project is financed by the CCIAA; etc.
EUROPEAN PROJECTS The Einaudi school in the past years has carried out numerous initiatives at European Level, for example it has cooperated with numerous foreign partners for the following projects. SOCRATES/COMENIUS ("Youth in Europe”; “Building Bridges”), LEONARDO (“City marketing”; "Job hunting in Europe – Cultural Behaviour: Tools for friendship), GRUNDTVIG2 (“The discovery of the self”).

This year a new European Union Comenius Project has started with Sweden, Germany and Poland with the aim of getting to know foreign cultures of the Partner Countries and a European Leonardo Project for the international mobility of students. Students and Teachers of the school are involved in the project.
